4.    Updates from our committees:

B.  APA Convention Programming:  Dr. Butt asked for input from the board regarding possible speakers for APAHC’s hour of programming during the APA conference.  Dr. Cubic suggested Interprofessional Education as a possible theme.  Dr. Butt will report back to the board with the final plan.
