Present on the call:  Drs. Sharon Berry, Zeeshan Butt, Leila Islam, Donna LaPaglia, Jerry, Leventhal, Teresa Pan, Cathy Schuman, Laura Shaffer, Amit Shahane, Wendy Ward, Amy Williams, and John Yozwiak
1. Call to Order and Approval of the Minutes –The November board minutes were approved 
2. President’s Report and Items for Discussion:  (Dr. Schuman) 
Dr. Schuman consulted the board regarding Student Rep Teresa Pan’s request for $750 in travel funds.  After an in-depth discussion the board passed a motion to approve the $ 750 in travel funds for attendance to the 2017 APAHC Conference and will revisit the idea of a standing policy for travel funds in a future call.  In addition, Dr. Schuman reported that Dr. Brian Isakson will update the APAHC website this month, including making all necessary corrections, uploading board minutes, and updating board member information.

4.    Updates from our committees:
A.  Election Update (Drs. Ward and Gonzalez):  Dr. Schuman will send an announcement out to the listserv by Friday, December 9th announcing the results of the election: New Div. 12 rep: Donna LaPaglia, New APAHC Secretary: Kristine Diaz; New Member at Large: Andrea Bradford. 
B.  APA Convention Programming:  Dr. Butt shared that he is checking to see if the selected speaker Dr. Bill Reilly the Director of OBSSR at NIH will need special APA clearance to speak at the 2017 APA convention.  Dr. Butt will keep the board posted on the outcome.  
C.  Conference Committee:  (Dr. Yozwiak and Dr. Williams) Drs. Yozwiak and Williams reported the following updates:  1) Dr. Diaz will post conference agenda on the APAHC website; 2) there are 34 registered for the conference; 3) with the extended deadline there was a record 69 abstract submissions with 50 posters selected; 4) there are 30 tripod stands for the conference and Dr. Williams suggested we invest in purchasing vs. renting an additional 20 stands--the board approved a motion to purchase 20 stands; 5). The food for the conference will be finalized two weeks prior to the conference. 
D.  Research Committee:  (Dr. Yozwiak and Leventhal)  The research committee has submitted two proposals for the APAHC conference one on Team Based Care and one regarding the results of the Membership Survey. 

E.  CFAS (Drs. Cubic and Shaffer):  Dr. Shaffer attended the AAMC Learn Serve Lead Conference in Seattle.  She shared the overarching conference themes: resilience, interprofessional education, and technology and reported that she will pull information from conference slides to prepare a more detailed report for the board.  
F.  Health Disparities Committee: (Dr. Breland-Noble) Dr. Butt spoke on behalf of Dr. Breland- Noble, who completes her term as member- at large and as head of the Health Disparities Committee (HDC) in December 2016, regarding finding her replacement as HDC chair.  Dr. Butt and Dr. Noble have identified a potential Chair: Dr. RoseAnne Illes, Director of Behavioral Medicine and Assistant Clinical Professor of the FSU Family Medicine Residency @ Lee Memorial Hospital, and a Second-Chair:  Mr. Michael Mejia, an advanced doctoral candidate and active HDC committee member (he single handedly recruited more than 7 authors for our special issue of JCPMS). They have agreed to co-chair this important committee and continue the work.
G.  Membership Committee:  (Dr. Ward) Dr. Ward reported that membership renewals are in full swing and that she will report the updated number on January’s call.
H.  Early Career: (Dr. Leila Islam) Dr. Islam reported that from the 38 applicants received for the Early Career Boot Camp 20-22 will be accepted.  Given the low numbers of applicants (5) for the Mid-Career Boot Camp the deadline will be extended to December 31st and board members will help get the word out.  In order to rouse more interest Dr. Butt suggested that the MCB team may want to share the agenda for the workshop on the conference website or included in the email posting.
I.  Student Representative:  (Teresa Pan) Teresa will send an email to student members with conference registration information which will go out after the Grand Rounds Newsletter in an effort to link information.  

J.  Publications and Communications:  (Drs. Jerry Leventhal and Cesar Gonzalez) Dr. Leventhal reported that Drs. Cubic and Shaffer are writing an article for the March edition of JCPMS about their experience as CFAS reps.  Dr. Leventhal shared that the keynote paper for the March edition is written by Dr. Darrell Kirch, President of the AAMC, focusing on strengthening ties between academic psychologists and academic medicine.  Future editions of JCPMS will include articles on psychologist’s contribution to interprofessional education and will highlight model programs from across the country.  Dr. Leventhal invited Dr. Ward to consult on this edition of the journal given her expertise in this area and her willingness to contribute. 
New Business:  Dr. Butt thanked the following board members for their time and commitment to the APAHC board as their terms come to an end—Drs. Sharon Berry, Alfiee Breland- Noble, and Donna LaPaglia.
