Approval of Minutes: Approved

Treasurer Report and Financial Matters: Dr. Dixon

A. Transition/New bank account- now have account at East Carolina Bank. Free non-profit checking account. Dr. Dixon will update online bill pay and add Dr. Robiner as signer for account. Dr. Dixon will develop some tracking tools to track spending, etc.
B. Financial status- No change. The organization’s finances are revenue positive.
C. Taxes/Documentation- Dr. Dixon will discuss with Lynn Peterson. Examples of reports, calendars, anything that is needed for communicating w/Division 12 are available. Lynn will forward these materials to the board members.
D. Expenses: What are legitimate expenses for the organization to operate smoothly? Conference calls, including calls for committees. There was discussion of considering Skype or another service, but the Board approved limited committee conference calls. Another expense: mailing packets to new members. Sally from the Division 12 office has been handling new member packets but these could use some updating. Lynn will check on this. Brochures would need to be sent to a printer. Dr. Wryobeck and the membership committee are working on developing new member materials, including a brochure. 
E. Potential new revenues:  Request for member contact database from Guilford to inform our members about books and publications that are coming out. No other division sells their member information to other parties. Rather than selling our contact list to Guilford, Dr. Robiner will invite them to sponsor our conference and be able to promote their materials as a vendor in Boston.

Division 12 Update:  Lynn Peterson


A. Clinical Psychologist Newsletter Article Due (Section Rep to Division 12)- Drs. Hong and Robiner had some thoughts about composing an article on hospital privileges to submit. Lynn notes that several divisions have submitted articles to the current issue and encourages us to submit for next issue.

B. Plan for Hospitality Suite in San Diego at APA. We can let Lynn know what times we would like for meetings. Lynn and Dr. Cubic will work out a time for the APAHC board meeting in the Hospitality Suite. 


C. Section Showcase- Each section has a competition for student poster presentations during the social hour. Division 12 gives $100 for one student from each section and our section can give an additional award. We can solicit submissions from students of our current members, post it to the listserv. Discussion ensued regarding best plan for a mechanism to solicit and review them. Dr. Cubic and Kelly will work on this. 
 V.  CAS Update: Dr. Smith- APAHC is the only group that represents psychology in the AAMC. Representatives will now be allowed to participate more actively in the governance of AAMC versus simply attending and relaying information. Dr. Smith will continue to forward on the news items of possible interest that Dr. Hong used to send to the listserv from Tony. He will also send a meeting summary out over the listserv. Dr. Smith’s home institution is happy to sponsor his attendance at these meetings, so this will not be at the expense of APAHC at this time. Dr.  Hong has been primary representative to CAS but may not be intending to attend future conferences. In Dr. Smith’s opinion it will be very important to have both our representatives attend these meetings in the future. Discussion ensued regarding selecting representatives and mentoring them. Will add this to the agenda for next meeting for further discussion. Dr. Robiner will contact Dr. Hong.

A. Awards Committee: Dr. Linton

Update on awards.  

a.  Finalize recipients- The Committee has received nominees for research award, teaching award, and the Matarazzo award. Nominations are officially closed. Overall, this has been a very good response and the decisions re: awards will be difficult to make.
b.  Plan for announcements/plaques. The APA program is already done so we cannot add any information to this regarding the awardees. Lynn can order plaques for us later with about 6 weeks lead time or we can order them on our own for approximately $35 each. Dr. Linton is also aware of an alternative supplier.
B.  Membership Committee: Dr. Wryobeck

1. Plans for increasing retention, retrieval, and recruiting new members.   Board members were given 3 additional documents.


a. Retrieval of old members- Developed a letter inviting old members back. This was sent out over email prior to the call. Please send any feedback to Dr. Wryobeck this week. A spreadsheet was also sent of prior members. If anyone on the call knows someone on this list and is willing to personally contact them to invite them back, Dr. Wryobeck would need to know by the end of the week. He will then be dividing up the remainder of the list to send invitations via email to these previous members.
