a. Increased impact factor. Congratulations to Dr. Cubic and others who  played role in increasing it from 0.683 to 1.506. See graph.

Dr. Cubic will get more information from Janice Stern at the publisher about what types of articles are downloaded.  APAHC members are encouraged to submit manuscripts, cite JCPMS articles, and encourage downloads, all of which affect impact factor.
